AFPBP 

This break out session will discuss the Air Force PD2 Business Procedures, formerly known as the CONOPS.  The PBP provides Air Force policy decisions, suggestions and directive on PD2 use.  

Database Administration

Presents a site SA point of view for what is new with Sybase version 12.0 with a focus on what every site SA must do everyday. Emphasis is placed on protecting the database data, error checking, troubleshooting problems and what the sites need to send AFCIS weekly and monthly.

Data Migration/EDA

We will explain how interfaces/EDA work and how to troubleshoot errors.  Emphasis will be on troubleshooting the interfaces when an interface errors out.

FPDS-NG

The next generation of FPDS is here.  Ms. Hood will discuss this program and show the beta test site as well as brief system administration functions.
Future Initiatives

This session will discuss two query programs being entertained for accompaniment to SPS.  We will demonstrate EZ Query as well as PD Access

Integrity VTC

This session will cover the changes made by recent releases of the Integrity utility in FY04 and the projected changes that are planned for that product in the near future.

Lessons Learned

We will discuss lessons learned with administering v4.2 Inc 1.


Report Writing

Presents the changes to reports with the upgrade of PD2 to Sybase version 12.0. Emphasis is placed on what you can do with reports that you couldn’t do before, locating the correct 4.2 reports on the AFCIS web site, trouble shooting report errors and guidelines for running reports such that they do not interfere with your users.

Security Password/Resets

Presents the current AF security requirements as they relate to PD2. Emphasis is placed on getting the passwords to sync up between PD2 and Sybase, preventing locked users assisting users in creating passwords that will work and resolving other password and security problems.

Server Administration

The following areas will be covered in the Server Administration portion of the Confidence Course:  Server hardware replacements, Who, What, When?,. BrightStor - Backup and Troubleshooting techniques, and FAQs, and regular server maintenance as well as preventive maintenance techniques, and of course a question and answer session.
